Food and beverage offerings at Matca will,

naturally, offer a taste of Transylvania. At

Stup, which comprises both indoor and

outdoor seating, guests will explore the

region’s culinary offerings, sourced from local

artisans and drawn from ancient recipes. The

restaurant will also serve up a selection of

predominantly Romanian wines. 

Nectar, the hotel’s bar, will meanwhile offer

guests a selection of cocktails and local

beverages, which they can enjoy in the venue

itself, in the living room, or in the property’s

gardens. 

Ambrozie spa will be an additional spot in

which to recline, with views of the

surrounding natural landscape and various

treatment rooms.
